 Tips n Hints 

 Dealing with Large Wall Spaces and Art 



 
Often a large wall space (e.g. 5 m width x 3 m height) can be 
intimidating for a number of reasons: 

Is a large piece the only option? 

A large piece doesn't fit the atmosphere you want to create 

You already have small pieces available but they seem too small 

You don't think a large piece fits your budget 

Yes often a large piece can be sourced to fill a large space appropriately however it isn't the 
only option: 

Can you define different 'zones' using the wall? One example we experienced is a reception 
desk set back 1 metre along the wall. The front of the desk is the client area and behind is 
work or corporate area. Therefore put the artwork in the client area for those in the entrance 
to enjoy and your corporate imagery (logo etc) behind the desk.
